Actual per ton fee on buried waste shall be calculated
to cover the shortfall after all other fees have been accounted for to fund 60% of DEQ's Direct
Costs/Budget

Direct Costs/Budget

3) Projected Revenue is based on latest available tonnage from CY 2008 reduced by 15%

4) Proposed fees and Projected Revenue are contingent on DEQ meeting certain efficiency levels
and submitting an annual performance report by March 1 of the following year that provides
accounting of the use of all funds for this program and actual metrics on the productivity and
efficiency of DEQ related to permitting, inspection, monitoring and administration of the program.
